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BENZO Lotion

Composition: Each 100 ml of BENZO contains
Benzyl Benzoate 25.0 %w/v.

Mechanism of Action: Benzyl benzoate is a
Parasiticide that causes scabies and pediculosis
infestation and is used in their treatment.
Pharmacokinetics: Absorbed benzyl benzoate is
rapidly bio-transformed to hippuric acid, which is
excreted in the urine.

Indications: BENZO is used in the treatment of
scabies and pediculosis.

Contraindications: Hypersensitivity to benzyl
benzoate or any component of the product.
Warning & Precautions: Local erythema and
irritation may occur.

The lotion is irritating to the eyes. Protect your eyes
during application.

Pregnancy & Lactation: Although no studies on
the effects on human pregnancy or lactation have
been carried out, the drug is for topical use and is
unlikely to represent a hazard to the pregnant or
lactating patient. You should consult your doctor
before starting to use this medicine.

Drug Interactions: There are no reports of drug
interactions.

Side Effects: BENZO may cause mild skin
irritation or a short-term burning sensation. This
side effect may be more severe in patients who
are allergic. If this effect is severe, the preparation
should be washed off immediately with soap and
water. Symptoms such as difficulty urinating and
seizures or convulsions have been reported in
infants with excessive use of the preparation. If any
of these symptoms occur, wash off the preparation
and contact your doctor immediately.

Driving & using machines: BENZO is not expect-
ed to affect the ability to drive and use machines.

Dosage & Administration:

Shake the bottle before application or dilution.

For Topical use, Cutaneous use.

Scabies: Apply thoroughly to the entire body at
night from the soles of the feet, omitting the head
and neck, for 2 consecutive nights. The lotion is
left in place for 8-12 hours and may be followed
by a repeated application at night 7 days later. In
the case of lesions affecting the head, face and/or
neck, it may be necessary to consult a healthcare
professwnal before using this product. Thorough
bathing with complete changes of clothing and
bedding should follow each application. All con-
tacting clothes and bedding should be washed and/
or cleaned.

Pediculosis: Apply to the affected area and allow
to remain on for 24 hours, then wash thoroughly. In
severe cases 2 or 3 treatments may be repeated after
7 and 14 days. Thorough bathing with complete
changes of clothing should follow each application.
All contacting clothing and bedding should be
washed and or cleaned.

Child and Infant Dosage Instructions: BENZO may
be diluted with an equal quantity of water for older
children and with three parts of water for infants.
Overdose: Treatment of poisoning in the event

of an overdose on the skin includes washing and
symptomatic measures.

Storage: Keep out of reach of children. Store

at temperatures below 25° C and in the original
package.

You should not use BENZO after the expiry date
Packaging: Each BENZO lotion Carton box con-
tains 100 ml opaque bottle.
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
